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B212 / B512 / B712 -  Through the Bible:  

Poetry and Prophecy 
Course Description & Syllabus 

 
 
This Old Testament survey course is designed to give the student a general knowledge of and 
appreciation for the second half of the Old Testament. It begins with the Book of Job and ends 
with Malachi, all of which comprise the Jewish poetic and prophetic literature canonized in the 
Bible. It is from these writings that the Christian obtains a foundational knowledge of their 
religious heritage. This course can be taken at an undergraduate level of study (B212 - towards 
a Bachelor degree), or it can be taken on a graduate level of study (B512/B712 - towards a 
Masters or Doctors degree), providing the course requirements are met as explained in this 
course syllabus. 
 
 
 
COURSE OBJECTIVES: 
 
ACADEMIC---To enable the student to gain a basic knowledge of the second half of the Old 
Testament, including the order of the books contained in it. 
 
ATTITUDINAL---To help the student understand the background and foundation of the Christian 
faith, seeing legacy of the Jewish faith as his own link to Almighty God. 
 
BEHAVIORAL---To encourage the student to apply the principles of God's Word as revealed in 
prophecy to his own daily walk of faith.
